What to expect when the ship returns:

 *The ship will dock between 10-11 am on the day of return.

 *Cadets disembark according to class rank... so mugs will get off last.

 *Some cadets will have work or watch duty, it is to be expected. I am sure  you have already gotten an email from your cadet if they do, they are  probably complaining.

 *They will generally reach our area 2 days before if they are on schedule. You can call them at that point as they may be in range.

 *The night before they will anchor at Ambrose Light.


 * Cadets will be released and have liberty until the following morning. Post cruise will   be hectic. If you live close by they can come home that night and after ship work. They will be exhausted and dirty. All they will want to do is eat, shower and sleep.
 Don't plan anything for the weekend at all.

 *They will need garbage bags, duffel bags etc to pack their belongings in to take home. They can go out to eat or go home with you if you live close by.

 *If they have made friends on the ship who live far away or have no parents meeting them, it is a nice gesture to welcome them home or take them out to eat as well. It is depressing to see your friends leave the ship with family and be left behind.
 *Arrive early parking becomes a problem and space on the pier is at a premium.
